To apply for reinstatement from resignation in good standing,
when resigned between 2 and 5 years

Pursuant to Rule 32(c)(12) Ariz. R. Sup. Ct. Reinstatement of resigned persons shall be governed
by the procedures set forth in Rule 64(f) Ariz. R. Sup. Ct. Applicant may apply pursuant to Rule
64(f)(1)(B) Ariz. R. Sup. Ct. if meeting all the requirements, or Rule 65 Ariz. R. Sup. Ct.

Rule 64(f)1B Ariz. R. Sup. Ct.

e In addition to other requirements, Applicant is an active member in another jurisdiction
AND active and in good standing during the entirety of the suspension, Applicant may
qualify to apply pursuant to Rule 64(f)(1)(B) Ariz. R. Sup. Ct.

e The process takes approximately 1-2 months but requires payment back dues and fees.

Rule 65 Ariz. R. Sup. Ct.

e If Applicant determines to apply pursuant to Rule 65 Ariz. R. Sup. Ct. the process may take
approximately 6-7 months and requires a hearing in Phoenix. For information to apply
pursuant to Rule 65 Ariz.

The resignation will remain until an order is entered by the court reinstating the Applicant to
the active practice of law.
